CATHEDRAL SEMINAR SERIES 

 

Following the recently-attended seminar 
led by Richard Giles,  the Cathedral is 
running its own seminar series for parish-
ioners based on the book ‘Re-Pitching 
the Tent’.  The broad aim of the study 
series will be to look at the Cathedral in-
terior, its layout and how it works liturgi-
cally, and ask ourselves the question 
whether this is still meeting our needs or 
in what ways could it be adapted?  This 
series will involve six sessions on a Sun-
day held across a period of nine weeks, 
led by clergy and lay people who attend-
ed the seminar.

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I am sneaking away to Christchurch 

this past week (tenses become so 

complex in the gap between my writ-

ing and your reading!) to sit for the 

tenth time at the metaphorical feet 

of my guru Bob Dylan. Originally I was 

planning to catch him in Hamilton in 

August, but a planned  deansõ con-

ference (which in fact never hap-

pened) got in the way é so air fares, 

car hire and incidental expenses 

somewhat added to the cost of my 

obsession. Fortunately my old school 

chaplain lives in Christchurch so I was 

able to avoid accommodation fees, 

and by taking a good book with me I 

was able to reduce car hire to one 

day.  

They are strange things, obsessions. I 

donõt recall when I slipped into Dylan-

obsession, but I was probably around 

14 or 15, and heõs been a part of my 

world view ever since.  Iõm not want 

to quote or analyse vast swathes of 

his lyrics, and I have zero idea of how 

to play any musical instrument be-

yond a CD Player (oh, and record 

and cassette players) so I have never 

become quite the groupie or even 

clone that I would have like to, but 

never mind. Perhaps my voice sounds 

like his?  

Over the years it was the òpropheticó 

aspect of Dylan that has fascinated 

me most. He never set out to be a 

prophet, loathes the application of 

the phrase to him,  and yet it sticks. 

Dylan famously prefers to see himself 

as òjust a song and dance man,ó 

now endlessly touring in a sequence 

that began on June 7, 1988. He is 

that, but like all good creative minds 

he has absorbed remarkable se-

quences of influence, and the rich 

Hebrew tradition of òmidrashó, that is 

the playful but meaningful explora-

tion of biblical motifs is foremost 

amongst them. Ironically perhaps his 

weakest era creatively was while he 

identified (more or less) as a born -

again Christian. For three years or so 

he tended to dictate thought (òIt 

may be the devil or it may be the 

Lord, but you gotta serve some-

bodyó; òGotta Serve Somebody, 

1979) rather than, in midrashic style, 

allow space for reflection and 

growth: òIn the dark illumination / He 

remembered bygone years / He read 

the Book of Revelation / And he filled 

his cup with tearsó (òTempestó, 2012; 

14 minutes, 45 verses, no chorus!)  

But Iõm a big picture sort of fellow, 

and I wonõt be there dissecting the 

Great Manõs lyrics. On this tenth visit 

to a Dylan concert Iõll simply be al-

lowing myself to be swept up in the 

atmosphere and the noise and the 

knowledge that he has provided me 

with a lot of fun and thought and en-

joyment over the last forty years.
